Smash your guitars and let your hair grow, Dizzee Rascal is coming to Prague!

Finally! It feels like we’ve been waiting for ages to see Dizzee Rascal perform in Prague.  Now on November 16th, a day before the 20th anniversary of the Velvet revolution, 24 year old Dylan Mills is finally coming to bless us with his energetic show at the Lucerna Music Bar Prague.  

Having only set foot in the Czech Republic previously to support the Red Hot Chili Peppers, Dizzee is finally coming to headline his own show in what could possibly be the best club gig of this year.

It’s been hard to avoid this East London MC over the last couple of years.  Rather than drifting in and out of the charts like some of his Grime counterparts, Dizzee Rascal is an artist that has stayed on top of his game ever since releasing his debut album “Boy In Da Corner” back in 2003 which also won him that years Mercury Prize Award.  

Since producing his debut single, and first top 40 hit, “I Luv U” at 16, Dizzee has gone on to be a founding member of The Roll Deep Crew, alongside his mentor Wiley. Since then he has stepped out of his mentor’s shadow and has proved that he cannot be pigeon-holed as an artist and that the grime scene just wasn’t big enough for him.  

Making it to the headlines after being stabbed 6 times in Ayia Napa right after releasing his debut, Dizzee hasn't been shy to appear on the Tabloids pages. Last year he made the news for similar reasons after losing his cool in a traffic jam and stepping out his car swinging a baseball bat (think Michael Douglas in Falling down). However it’s not all negative tabloid fodder… Dizzee Rascal recently appeared as part of a panel commenting on the Barack Obama election on Jeremy Paxman’s Newsnight where he spoke about the role of hip hop in the election and the possibilites of England having a black President.

As an artist Dizzee is unbelievably versatile and has worked with a wide range of artists such as Basement Jaxx, Beck, UGK, Arctic Monkeys, Armand Van Helden, Shy FX, Lily Allen, Calvin Harris, Fatboy Slim & David Byrn of the Talking Heads. 

If winning the Mercury Prize award at the start of his career wasn’t enough, Dizzee has gone on to win Album Of The Year from Planet Sound and an NME award for innovation. Not only that but he has a few models of his own Nikes on top. 

With 4 albums under his belt (“Boy In Da Conner“, “Showtime“, “Maths + English“ and “Tongue N’ Cheek”) and a string of collaborations this is definitely a show not to miss. Constantly evolving as an artist Dizzee has reached out to a wider audience with each of his releases without compromising himself as an artist (his first LP got to #23, second LP was # 8, third # 7 and fourth # 3).


His last LP “Tongue N’ Cheek” was released on the 21st September and features three # 1 singles - "Dance Wiv Me", the massive anthem "Bonkers" with Armand Van Helden, “Holiday“ as well as the new singles “Road Rage” and “Dirtee Cash”.


If you were trying to make a compilation of the best in club music of the last 6 years, you could easily do it with just his tunes. Really, try to write down just your favorites and you'll see it: “Jus’ A Rascal“, “Fix Up, Look Sharp“, “I Luv U“, “Jezebele“, “Lucky Star“, “Stand Up Tall“, “Dream“, “Graftin“, “Temptation“, “Sirens“, “ Pussy’ole (Old Skool)“, “Flex“, “Where’s Da G’s”, “You Can’t Tell Me Nuffin’”, “Dance Wiv Me”, “Holiday”, “Toe Jam”, “Road Rage”, “Live, Large N In Charge” and “Bonkers” of course – all of which we finally gonna have a chance to experience live in Prague on 16th November in Lucerna Music Bar, oi!
